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NCLB Commission Holds Panel on Early Childhood Education
Discussion to Provide an In-Depth Look into how NCLB
is Supporting Early Childhood Programs
Washington, DC—Today former Health and Human Services Secretary Tommy Thompson and former Georgia Governor Roy Barnes, co-chairs for the Commission on No Child Left Behind, announced the continuation of its series of in-depth roundtables on the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB). This third roundtable will focus on how NCLB has impacted and supported early childhood programs.  The Commission will examine current efforts under NCLB in this area and determine how and whether these efforts can and should be expanded and improved.   The roundtable will take place Thursday, July 20 at 3:30 PM EST at the Aspen Institute in Washington, DC.   

The Commission on No Child Left Behind is an independent, bipartisan effort to improve the No Child Left Behind Act and ensure it is a more useful force in closing the achievement gap that separates disadvantaged children and their peers.  The Commission will uncover the successes of NCLB, as well as provisions which need to be changed or eliminated.  The Commission, after a year of hearings, analysis and research, will report to Congress and the Administration in early 2007 with its recommendations.
