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NCLB Commission Holds Panel on High Schools and College Readiness
Commission to focus on the role of NCLB in reforming High Schools and Preparing Students to Attend College


Washington, DC—Today former Health and Human Services Secretary Tommy Thompson and former Georgia Governor Roy Barnes, co-chairs for the Commission on No Child Left Behind, announced the final in a series of in-depth roundtables on the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB). This roundtable will focus on the role which NCLB should play in reforming high schools and ensuring students graduate high school ready for college.  Of particular note will be a discussion on efforts to upgrade curriculum in our nation's high schools, how dropout and graduation rates should be calculated and better integrated in NCLB's accountability requirements, and what students need to be ready for college. The roundtable will take place Friday, August 4 at 10 AM EST at One DuPont Circle, NW, Floor 1B, Rooms A & B, Washington, DC, 20036.
The Commission on No Child Left Behind is an independent, bipartisan effort to improve the No Child Left Behind Act and ensure it is a more useful force in closing the achievement gap that separates disadvantaged children and their peers.  The Commission will uncover the successes of NCLB, as well as provisions which need to be changed or eliminated.  The Commission, after a year of hearings, analysis and research, will report to Congress and the Administration in early 2007 with its recommendations.
